Give
or take the three giant video
screens, some new back
prejections and that silly
stroll itself, you could be
waltching the group's last live
tour, four years ago.

Their old pal Peter
Gabriel's show-stopping
performance of 'Steam’ at the
Brit Awards, complete with
Chippendale body mould
and dancers hacking through
the scenery, showed there's
gtill room for cod theatricality
in rock—even when artists
are in their 40s... Genesis
should learn from that and
dump the high-tech rigging
in favour of some genuine
